A "Day" at Wooster is an event
toward which everyone who has
any connectionwith Beacon House
looks forward. In fact, we are all
awaiting "his" arrival the week-
end of Nov. 20 with great antici-

pation. Not that the Rev. M. Day
has not visited Wooster campus
before, it is just that "his family"
loves to see him and find out how
their summerhomesteadis faring.

Beacon Neighborhood House is
probably just a speckwhich barely
dots a map of the booming metro-
polis of Chicago, but that speckhas
more influence in the lives of its
surrounding neighborsthan a keg
of dynamite. As a distribution,
education (Bible School, Sunday
School, etc.),and information cen-

ter, this tiny one-stor- y building
serves a Negro populous of one
mile radius, consisting of about
15,000 people.

And there were plenty of
children who attended Beacon
Houseeachday that I could help

hundreds who needed love, en-

couragementand a sense of be-

longing. We gave as much of our
selvesaswe could to thesechildren
in our Bible School, Education,
and Mentally and Physically Han
dicappedprograms,but their needs
were far more than could be met
in one summer. Others like our
selves will have to continue next
summer where we left off.

Store Supports TUB

First, the fundamental problem
of the Bookstore has nothing to do
with anyones unwillingness to
overstock books. Inability, how-

ever, is quite another thing. Con-

sider this situation: all the college
bookstores in the nation order
more books than neededfrom the
various publishers; after student
purchasing, a large percentage
must be returned; a few semes--

ersof this would result in the pub-isher- 's

refusing to accept any
books back; and the situation
would be worse than it is now.

Secondly, the Board of Trustees
can hardly allow the Bookstore to
operate on a non-prof- it basis
someone has to support the TUB!
